The Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) invites consultants to submit proposals for the
Northern Lakeshore Trail Connectivity Plan, as described in this scope of work. Please read each section
carefully for information regarding the proposal and submittal instructions.

SECTION 1: Background and General Information

About CMAP

The Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning (CMAP) is our region’s official comprehensive planning
organization. CMAP developed and now leads the implementation of ON TO 2050, the region’s
comprehensive regional plan to help the seven counties and 284 communities of northeastern lllinois
implement strategies that address transportation, housing, economic development, open space, the
environment, and other quality-of-life issues. See www.cmap.illinois.gov for more information.

Local Technical Assistance Program

CMAP is administering this project through its Local Technical Assistance (LTA) program, which is designed
to implement the ON TO 2050 comprehensive regional plan through assistance to local governments. Since
the initiation of this program in 2011, CMAP has completed over 200 local planning projects, with over 30
more currently underway. The purpose of the LTA program, which has been reflected clearly in its products,
is to provide assistance to communities across the Chicago metropolitan region to undertake planning
projects that advance the principles of ON TO 2050.

General Information

As a result of responses to this RFP, CMAP plans to review submissions and conduct interviews with
selected consultants it determines can best meet the requirements outlined below. Negotiations will be
held on both the scope and the cost to select the consultant that CMAP believes can best satisfy its
requirements at rates it perceives are reasonable for the services provided. Subject to “Reservation of
Rights” below, it is anticipated that a contract will be awarded for the work described. The contract
awarded will be for a period ending June 30, 2020.

SECTION 2: Scope of Project and Procurement Details

The Village of Beach Park and its partners on this project (the City of North Chicago, the City of Waukegan,
the City of Zion, and the Village of Winthrop Harbor) are located along the shore of Lake Michigan in
northeast Lake County. The approximate area included in this project is the land east of Green Bay Road
to Lake Michigan from the Wisconsin state line to the northern most border of Lake Bluff, which covers over
50 square miles of mostly urbanized land. This project area has a population of approximately 175,000
residents, yet this project, if implemented, will serve a much larger population as it will connect the regional
and intrastate trail network to lllinois Beach State Park, which serves well over a million visitors annually.

In addition to municipal lands and amenities, the proposed study area includes the 4,160 acre lllinois Beach
State Park, one of lllinois’s most-visited parks; the Great Lakes Naval Station; five Metra rail stations along
the UP North line; the Robert McClory Bike Path; various Forest Preserve properties; Waukegan National
Airport; and two harbors/marinas. Located just west of the study area are Six Flags Great America, Gurnee
Mills Shopping Center, and the Des Plaines River Trail; to the south, the North Shore Bike Path runs east-
west for approximately 13 miles, between the Robert McClory Bike Path in Lake Bluff and Lakewood Forest
Preserve in Wauconda Township.

Objective:
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One of the key objectives of this project will be the identification of potential bicycle and pedestrian routes
between the partner communities and lllinois Beach State Park, as well as other recreational open spaces
along the lakefront and within the study area. Currently, major roads (including County Road 34/Lewis
Avenue, Sheridan Road, IL-137/Amstutz Highway) and the UP rail line present challenges to safe and
convenient bicycle and pedestrian access to the lakefront. While the Robert McClory Bike Path and, further
west, the Des Plaines River Trail serve as continuous north-south corridors for non-motorized travel within
the study area, east-west connections that link these existing trails, nearby community destinations and
amenities, and lakefront open spaces are lacking. The development of a connected bicycle and pedestrian
network and associated infrastructure improvements that achieve these connections will be the primary
goal of this plan.

Study area:

The proposed study area includes the majority of all five communities collaborating on this project: Beach
Park, North Chicago, Waukegan, Zion, and Winthrop Harbor. The project and the study area is, therefore,
multi-jurisdictional, and any potential trail or bikeway connection will pass through multiple municipalities
and unincorporated areas of Lake County, utilizing lands and/or roadway rights-of-way that are under
different ownership and jurisdiction. Each jurisdiction has its own policies, requirements, and ordinances
that address trails, shared-use paths, and on-street bikeways, which will need to be considered in the plan.

Although we anticipate the plan will identify and take into account key connections and destinations
further west, IL-131/Green Bay Road forms the western border of the study area. The northern, eastern,
and southern boundaries are defined by the lllinois-Wisconsin border, Lake Michigan and the North-
Chicago/Lake Bluff border, respectively. The proposed study area—which is intended to be
approximate—is illustrated below (outlined in red).

The development of the Northern Lakeshore Trail Connectivity Plan will help achieve key objectives in the
adopted plans and policies of the project’s municipal partners, neighboring communities, Lake County and
the Lake County Forest Preserves, the lllinois Department of Natural Resources, CMAP, and other
agencies and organizations. Plans and policies should be reviewed, referenced, and incorporated during
the process of developing the plan. (Links to these plans and policies are located at the end of this RFP in
Appendix 1.)

To further assist consultants in understanding existing conditions in the five project communities, Lake
County and the region, CMAP has created summary data tables consisting of demographic, economic,
housing, and transportation information for the region’s municipalities, as well as individual counties and
the whole CMAP region (CMAP_Community Data Snapshots).

Project Description

The purpose of this project is to develop a Northern Lakeshore Trail Connectivity Plan for the Village of
Beach Park, neighboring communities (including North Chicago, Waukegan, Zion, and Winthrop Harbor),
and unincorporated areas along Lake Michigan in northeast Lake County.

The overarching goal of the Northern Lakeshore Trail Connectivity Plan is to improve the mobility network
by providing bicycle and pedestrian connectivity throughout the study area and to key destinations within
and near the area, including lllinois Beach State Park and other recreational open spaces along the Lake
Michigan shoreline, diverse neighborhoods, business districts, schools, and a variety of institutions and
government facilities. The plan will strive to ensure the safety, comfort, and convenience of bicyclists and
pedestrians within the study area and promote the livability and transportation principles of ON TO 2050.

Specifically, the Trail Connectivity Plan should:

o Develop a proposed bikeway and trail network with associated infrastructure improvements to
provide safe and convenient connections within and between partner municipalities, neighboring
communities, existing trails and pathways, and other key destinations, including lllinois Beach State
Park, forest and nature preserves, parks, and other open spaces and activity centers within and
near the study area.

¢ Identify strategies to create safe bicycling and walking conditions along the proposed network and
at key destinations throughout the study area, and to advance goals and objectives stated in
previous plans and initiatives of Beach Park and its partners—North Chicago, Waukegan, Zion,
Winthrop Harbor, Lake County DOT, Lake County Forest Preserves, and the lllinois Department of
Natural Resources.

¢ Undertake outreach and public engagement focused on gathering information and input to assist
in development of the plan and on educating the public and raising the awareness of bicycling and
walking as both recreational activities and as viable transportation options. Coordinate these
outreach efforts with bicycle and trail user groups and organizations, school and park districts,
neighboring communities, counties and councils of government, transit agencies and other key
stakeholders.

e Develop strategies to increase bicycle and pedestrian access to transit and to increase safety along
and across major arterial roads and other barriers, including rail lines, within and near the study
area (e.g. IL-131/Green Bay Road, County Road W34/Lewis Avenue, IL-137/Sheridan Road, IL-
173/Rosecrans Road, US-41/Skokie Highway, IL-137/Amstutz Highway, County Road
A9/Wadsworth Road, IL-132/Grand Avenue, Washington Street, IL-120/Belvidere Road, IL-
137/Buckley Road, UP North railroad, etc.).

e Provide a strong implementation strategy that includes prioritization of projects, project feasibility,
and alignment with available financial resources including but not limited to those provided by
CMAP, IDOT, IDNR, and others.

Scope of Services

This scope of work seeks to prepare a Northern Lakeshore Trail Connectivity Plan for the Village of Beach
Park and its partners on the project (North Chicago, Waukegan, Zion, and Winthrop Harbor). The selected
consultant will work under the direction of CMAP, but is expected to interact frequently with representatives
of the Village of Beach Park, directly and through the project Steering Committee, which should reflect the
multijurisdictional nature of this project.
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Steering Committee:

The project’s Steering Committee will be formed at the initiation of the project and should include, at a
minimum, representatives from the primary sponsor (Beach Park) and the four partner communities (North
Chicago, Waukegan, Zion, Winthrop Harbor), Lake County (including the Lake County Forest Preserve),
and IDNR.

Other key stakeholders, who may be engaged and offered the opportunity to provide significant input, either
through participation on the Steering Committee or other means, include (but are not limited to) the
following:

IDOT

Area bicycling and trails groups and/or organizations
Local businesses and land owners

Local park districts

Lake County Council of Mayors

Metra, Amtrak, and freight railroads

ComEd and other utilities

Consultants should expect to convene the Steering Committee to meet at least four times over the duration
of the project, beginning with an internal kick-off meeting between the consultant team and Steering
Committee.

Expected project stages, activities, and deliverables
Consultants should clearly identify and fully describe their proposed deliverables in their submittals, and
should clearly tie these deliverables to the project activities described below.

PLEASE NOTE: Drafts of all deliverables must be provided to CMAP, the Village of Beach Park, and partner
communities for review at least two weeks before their release to a Steering Committee or the public.

e Public and stakeholder engagement strategy. Consultants should include a plan outline for
engaging and getting input from local and regional stakeholders and the general public in their
proposal. The following are minimum requirements:

o At least three public events, including:

= A public kick-off meeting, to introduce the project to local stakeholders and the
general public, and solicit feedback and input on bike and pedestrian connectivity
throughout the study area.

= A second public meeting, in the form of an open house, to present the
recommended trail and on-street connections to the general public.

o Interviews with local and regional stakeholders.

o A survey for local stakeholders and the general public, to ensure that the project team is
reaching as many people as possible for feedback and input.

o A later round of outreach to solicit feedback from key local and regional stakeholders on
the recommended trail and on-street connections, including (but not limited to)
transportation and transit agencies, relevant utility companies, local landowners, and other
impacted stakeholders.

Consultants are encouraged to propose other innovative methods to reach stakeholders and the general
public, either as elements of their base proposal or as options. Typical outreach methods include (but are
not limited to) an interactive website, focus groups, a walking tour or bike tour, etc.

e Existing Conditions Report. The consultant will analyze key current conditions in the study area,
focusing on those that relate to bicycle and pedestrian travel and safety, but also including relevant
other information such as destinations, open space, recreational resources, natural resources, etc.
The format of the examination of existing conditions is left up to the consultant; typically, the
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examination takes the form of a report presenting information, which is important to understanding,
assessing, and improving conditions for bicycling and walking. The existing conditions analysis
should include sufficient background and detail to justify and explain the recommendations that are
made in the plan. The existing conditions report should address issues and present relevant
information regarding such topics as:

o Existing and proposed bicycle and pedestrian facilities and the overall environment for
bicycling and walking.

o Community, county, and state agency policies, plans, and programs regarding bicycle,
pedestrian, and shared-use facilities and amenities.

o The overall transportation network and associated facilities.
o Land use and zoning.

o Environmental issues and other considerations essential to determining and avoiding
potential impacts on sensitive locations.

o Area demographics.

The existing conditions report should also include brief summaries of pertinent recent and ongoing
planning activities in the Village of Beach Park, partner communities, Lake County DOT, Lake
County Forest Preserves, and (if applicable) other agencies.

e Vision and Goals. The consultant should propose an approach to developing a vision, goal, and/or
objective statements for this project. Due to the topical focus of this project on bicycle and
pedestrian planning, a full-scale visioning process is not likely to be appropriate, but some
statement of what the project is meant to accomplish should be produced.

Consultants may propose to develop and to present vision, goal, and/or objective statements as a
stand-alone activity or as part of another project activity. Consultants have flexibility to propose a
variety of approaches. The format of the deliverable, however, should be clearly specified in the
proposal.

¢ Key Recommendations. At approximately the midpoint of the project, before the preparation of
the draft plan begins in earnest, consultants should be prepared to discuss the plan’s expected
recommendations. The purpose of this deliverable is to provide Beach Park and its partner
communities, key stakeholders (e.g. the County and IDNR), and CMAP with a summary of key
recommendations before writing them up in detail; if there are significant problems with any
elements of the plan, they should surface at this point and be resolved.

The development of key recommendations can be done through the preparation of a brief
memorandum, presentation, or similar document. The deliverable should be provided to Beach
Park, partner communities, key stakeholders, and CMAP staff for review and comment; it may be
appropriate to schedule a Steering Committee meeting to discuss these recommendations as well.
A meeting with CMAP’s senior management may also be scheduled around the midpoint of the
project to discuss this memo and the direction and expected recommendations of the plan.
Consultants should clearly specify the format of proposed deliverables.

e Draft Plan. The consultant—in coordination and collaboration with the Village of Beach Park and
partner communities, CMAP, key stakeholders, and the Steering Committee—should synthesize
information and data from the existing conditions research, the community engagement process,
and the response to the presentation of key recommendations; these elements and resulting
synthesis should be used to develop the draft plan. The exact chapters and content of the plan may
not yet be certain, and consultants are not expected to provide a full plan outline in their proposal.
However, they should give some indication of the types of recommendations that are expected to
be made. This may include recommendations in the following areas, as well as others:
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o Proposed bikeway network, facilities, and treatments to achieve safe and convenient
bicycle connectivity between project communities and key destinations. The proposed
network will recommend potential corridor and connections based on stakeholder
feedback, past recommendations, and analysis of current conditions, including
investigation of environmental issues to determine and avoid potential impacts of sensitive
locations.

o Important pedestrian connections and improvement areas, which will be illustrated via
maps, and a wayfinding and signage framework plan.

o Potential infrastructure investments/improvements aimed at creating a safe, convenient,
and comfortable bicycle and pedestrian network, and building on prior community and
county initiatives and plans. Potential projects identified in the plan should include
planning-level cost estimates.

o Design and policy guidance on typical bicycle and pedestrian facilities and facility types,
traffic calming and speed management, bicycle- and pedestrian-friendly intersection
designs, Complete Streets, etc.

o Other policy and programmatic activities, such as organized bike rides and open streets
events, trail awareness programs or events, support for non-motorized travel and safety,
targeted enforcement activities, pilot projects, social marketing, and bicycle
encouragement or education programs.

e Final Plan and Implementation. A final plan document, that incorporates review comments of the
draft plan, will be prepared. This document, in addition to elements from the draft plan refined and
finalized through the review process, should address project definition, prioritization and
implementation, including an indication of those projects actions and projects that may be
undertaken in the near- , mid-, and longer-term future to advance plan recommendations. This
should also include potential funding strategies, agencies and organizations to lead specific efforts,
and ways that CMAP other partner agencies can provide support. Beach Park and partner
communities will require ten (10) hard copies of the final document and one (1) digital version.

In their responses to the RFP, consultants should describe their process for preparing the final
deliverable, as well as its anticipated format. This project is being funded by the IDNR Coastal
Management Program and the National Oceanic & Atmospheric Administration (NOAA). IDNR
Coastal Management Program and NOAA logos must appear on project materials in this specific
order:

b) Order of Precedence: Conflicting provisions hereof, if any, shall prevail in the following descending
order of precedence: (1) the provisions of the executed contract, including its exhibits; (2) the
provisions of the RFP on which the contract is based including any and all Addendums; (3) the
proposal submitted to CMAP by the Consultant in response to said RFP; and (4) any other
documents cited or incorporated herein by reference.

c) CMAP’s failure to insist in any one or more instances upon the performance of any terms or
conditions of this Agreement shall not be construed as a waiver or relinquishment of CMAP’s right
to such performance by the Consultant or to future performance of such terms or conditions and
Consultant’s obligation in respect thereto shall continue in full force and effect. Consultant shall be
responsible for having taken steps reasonably necessary to ascertain the nature and location of
the work, and the general and local conditions that can affect the work or the cost thereof. Any
failure by the Consultant to do so will not relieve it from responsibility for successfully performing
the work without additional expense to CMAP.

d) CMAP assumes no responsibility for any understanding or representations made by any of its

officers, employees or agents prior to the execution of this Agreement, unless such understanding
or representations by CMAP are expressly stated in this Agreement.

e) Changes: CMAP may from time to time order work suspension or make any change in the general
scope of this Agreement including, but not limited to changes, as applicable, in the drawings,
specifications, delivery schedules, or any other particulars of the description, statement of work or
provisions of this Agreement. If any such change causes an increase or decrease in the cost or
time required for performance of any part of the work under this Agreement, the Consultant shall
promptly notify CMAP thereof and assert its claim for adjustment within thirty (30) days after the
change is ordered. A written amendment will be prepared for agreement between CMAP and the
Consultant for changes in scope, time and/or costs. No amendments are effective until there is a
written agreement that has been signed by both parties. No claim by the Consultant for equitable
adjustment hereunder shall be allowed if asserted after final payment under this Agreement.

f) Changes to any portion of this Agreement shall not be binding upon CMAP except when specifically
confirmed in writing by an authorized representative of CMAP.

g) Forits convenience, CMAP reserves the right to extend the Term of this agreement. Any changes
to the Term of this Agreement shall not be binding until specifically confirmed in writing by
authorized representatives of both parties.

Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning Designee. Only the Executive Director of CMAP, or
designee, shall have the authority to act for and exercise any of the rights of CMAP as set forth in this
Agreement, subsequent to and in accordance with the authority granted by CMAP's Board of Directors.

Compliance/Governing Law. The terms of this Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the
laws of the State of lllinois. Any obligations and services performed under this Agreement shall be
performed in compliance with all applicable state and federal laws.

Availability of Appropriation (30 ILCS 500/20-60). This Agreement is contingent upon and subject to
the availability of funds. CMAP, at its sole option, may terminate or suspend this Agreement, in whole
or in part, without penalty or further payment being required, if the lllinois General Assembly, the state
funding source, or the federal funding source fails to make an appropriation sufficient to pay such
obligation, or if funds needed are insufficient for any reason. CONTRACTOR will be notified in writing
of the failure of appropriation or of a reduction or decrease.

Allowable Charges. No expenditures or charges shall be included in the cost of the Project and no part
of the money paid to the Contractor shall be used by the Contractor for expenditures or charges that
are: (i) contrary to provisions of this Agreement or the latest budget approved by a duly-authorized
official of CMAP; (ii) not directly for carrying out the Project; (iii) of a regular and continuing nature,
except that of salaries and wages of appointed principal executives of the Contractor who have not
been appointed specifically for the purposes of directing the Project, who devote official time directly to
the Project under specific assignments, and respecting whom adequate records of the time devoted to
and services performed for the Project are maintained by the Contractor may be considered as proper
costs of the Project to the extent of the time thus devoted and recorded if they are otherwise in
accordance with the provisions hereof; or (iv) incurred without the consent of CMAP after written notice
of the suspension or termination of any or all of CMAP’s obligations under this Agreement.

Method of Payment.

Project expenditures are paid directly from federal and/or state funds. Because CMAP is responsible
for obtaining federal reimbursement for project expenditures, it is necessary that CMAP monitor all
procedures and documents which will be used to claim and support project-related expenditures. The
following procedures should be observed to secure payment:

a) Based on services performed, CONTRACTOR may submit invoices as frequently as once a month,
but is required to submit invoices no later than fifteen (15) days after the end of each quarter.
Failure to submit such payment request timely will render the amounts billed an unallowable cost
for which the CONTRACTOR cannot be reimbursed. CMAP is committed to reducing paper use

and has established an electronic invoicing system. All invoices are to be submitted through email
to:

All invoices shall be signed by an authorized representative of the CONTRACTOR

Subject to the conditions of this Agreement, CMAP will honor invoices in amounts deemed by it to
be proper to insure the carrying out of the approved scope of services and shall be obligated to pay
the Contractor such amounts as may be approved by CMAP. Invoices shall detail expenses and
amount of time spent on CMAP assignments. If an invoice is not acceptable, CMAP shall promptly
provide the Contractor a written statement regarding its ineligibility or deficiencies to be eliminated
prior to its acceptance and processing. All invoices for services performed and expenses incurred
by CONTRACTOR for the services of this Agreement must be presented to CMAP no later than
fifteen (15) days after the end of this Agreement. Notwithstanding any other provision of this
Agreement, CMAP shall not be obligated to make payment to CONTRACTOR on invoices
presented after said date. No payments will be made for services performed prior to the effective
date of this Agreement. All payments will be transferred electronically to Contractor’s business bank
account. The successful Contractor will be requested to provide transfer numbers for the business
bank account when the contract is finalized, in addition to a copy of its IRS W-9 (Request for
Taxpayer Identification Number and Certification).

Each invoice and report submitted must contain: the contract number, a unique vendor invoice
number, a description of the services performed, the hourly rates and number of hours worked for
each contractor, an itemization of travel and other costs which are chargeable to the contract and
the following certification by an official authorized to legally bind the CONTRACTOR:

By signing this payment request, | certify to the best of my knowledge and belief that the payment
request is true, complete, and accurate, and the expenditures, disbursements and cash receipts
are for the purposes and objectives set forth in the terms and conditions of this contract. | am aware
that any false, fictitious, or fraudulent information, or the omission of any material fact, may subject
me to criminal, civil or administrative penalties for fraud, false statements, false claims or otherwise.
(U.S. Code Title 18, Section 1001 and Title 31, Sections 3729-3730 and 3801-3812).

7) Compliance with Registration Requirements. The CONTRACTOR shall be registered with the Federal
System for Award Management (SAM) and have a valid DUNS number. It is the CONTRACTOR’S
responsibility to remain current with these registrations and requirements. If the CONTRACTOR’S

status with regard to any of these requirements change, the CONTRACTOR must notify CMAP

immediately.

Audits. The records and supportive documentation for all completed projects are subject to an on-site

audit by CMAP. CMAP reserves the right to inspect and review, during normal working hours, the work
papers of the independent auditor in support of their audit report.

Access to Records.

a)

The CONTRACTOR and its subcontracts under this Agreement shall preserve and produce upon
request of the authorized representatives of CMAP all data, records, reports, correspondence and
memoranda of every description of the CONTRACTOR and its subcontractors, if any, under this
Agreement relating to carrying out this Agreement for the purposes of an audit, inspection or work
review for a period of three (3) years after completion of the project, except that:
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i) If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of three-year period, the records
shall be retained until all litigation, claims or audit findings involving the records have been
resolved.

i) Records for nonexpendable property acquired with federal funds shall be retained for three (3)
years after its final disposition.

b) The CONTRACTOR shall include in all subcontracts, if any, under this Agreement a provision that
CMAP will have full access to and the right to examine any pertinent books, documents, papers,
and records of any such subcontractor involving transactions related to the subcontract for three
(3) years from the final payment under that subcontract except that:

i) If any litigation, claim or audit is started before the expiration of the three-year period, the
records shall be retained until all litigation, claims or audit findings involving the records have
been resolved.

i) Records for nonexpendable property acquired with federal funds shall be retained for three (3)
years after its final disposition.

The term “subcontract” as used in this clause excludes purchase orders not exceeding $2,500.

10) Cost Category Transfer Request.

Unless prohibited from doing so in 2 CFR 200.308, transfers between approved line items may be
made without CMAP’s approval only if the total amount transferred does not exceed the allowable
variance of the greater of either (i) ten percent (10%) of the Budget line item or (ii) one thousand dollars
($1,000) of the Budget line item. Discretionary line item transfers may not result in an increase to the
Budget.

Notification to CMAP is required for transfers among appropriated cost categories which exceed 10%
or $1,000 of the line item. No transfer of funds can exceed the total Agreement. The CONTRACTOR
must submit a written report (form provided by CMAP) to CMAP detailing the amount of transfer, the
cost categories from and to which the transfer is to be made, and rationale for the transfer.

11) Procurement Procedures. All procurement transactions for Contractual Services, Commodities and
Equipment shall be conducted in a manner that provides maximum open and free competition. The
CONTRACTOR shall also meet the following minimum procedural requirements.

a. Subcontracting: Subcontracting, assignment or transfer of all or part of the interests of the
CONTRACTOR concerning any of the obligations covered by this Agreement is prohibited
without prior written consent of CMAP.

b. Procurement of Goods or Services: For purchases of products or services with any
Agreement funds that cost $2,500.00 or more, but less than $10,000.00, the
CONTRACTOR shall obtain price or rate quotations from an adequate number (at least
three) of qualified sources. Procurement of products or services with any Agreement funds
that are in excess of $10,000.00 will require the CONTRACTOR to use the Invitation for
Bid process or the Request for Proposal process. In the absence of formal codified
procedures of the CONTRACTOR, the procedures of CMAP will be used. The
CONTRACTOR may only procure products or services from one source with any
Agreement funds if: (1) the products or services are available only from a single source;
or (2) CMAP authorizes such a procedure; or (3) after solicitation of a number of sources,
competition is determined inadequate.

c. Records. The CONTRACTOR shall maintain records sufficient to detail the significant
history of procurements. These records shall include, but are not necessarily limited to:
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information pertinent to rationale for the method of procurement, selection of contract type,
contractor selection or rejection, and basis for the cost or price.

d. No CONTRACTOR employee shall participate in the procurement of products or services
if a conflict of interest, real or apparent, would be involved. No employee shall solicit or
accept anything of monetary value from bidders or suppliers.

e. CONTRACTOR certifies that to the best of its knowledge, its sub-grantees have complied
with and will comply with Executive Order No. 1 (2007) (EO 1-2007). EO 1-2007 generally
prohibits contractors and subcontractors from hiring the then-serving Governor’s family
members to lobby procurement activities to the State, or any other unit of government in
lllinois including local governments, if that procurement may result in a contract valued at
over $25,000. This prohibition also applies to hiring for that same purpose any former
State employee who had procurement authority at any time during the one-year period
preceding the procurement lobbying activity.

12) Equipment Inventory. An inventory of non-expendable personal property having a useful life of more
than two years and an acquisition cost of $500 or more is subject to periodic inspection by CMAP.

13) Suspension. If the CONTRACTOR fails to comply with the special conditions and/or the general terms
and conditions of this Agreement, CMAP may, after written notice to the CONTRACTOR, suspend the
Agreement and withhold further payments or prohibit the CONTRACTOR from incurring additional
obligations of funds pending corrective action by the CONTRACTOR. If corrective action has not been
completed within sixty (60) calendar days after service of written notice of suspension, CMAP shall
notify the CONTRACTOR in writing that the Agreement has been terminated by reason of default in
accordance with paragraph 14 hereof. CMAP may determine to allow such necessary and proper costs
which the CONTRACTOR could not reasonably avoid during the period of suspension provided such
costs meet the provisions of the U.S. Office Management and Budget 2 CFR 200 in effect on the date
first above written.

14) Termination.

a. This Agreement may be terminated in whole or in part in writing by either party in the event of
substantial failure (hereinafter termed “Termination by Default”) by the other party to fulfill its obligations
under this Agreement through no fault of the terminating party, provided that no such termination may
be affected unless the other party is given (i) not less than seven (7) calendar days written notice
(delivered by certified mail, return receipt requested) of intent to Termination by Default, and (ii) an
opportunity for consultation with the terminating party prior to Termination by Default.

b. This Agreement may be terminated in whole or in part in writing by CMAP for its convenience
(hereinafter termed “Termination for Convenience”), provided that the CONTRACTOR is given not
less than seven (7) calendar days written notice (delivered by certified mail, return receipt
requested) of intent to terminate.

c. If Termination by Default is effected by CMAP, an equitable adjustment in the price provided for in
this Agreement shall be made, but (i) no amount shall be allowed for anticipated profit on
unperformed services or other work, and (ii) any payment due to the CONTRACTOR at the time of
termination may be adjusted to the extent of any additional costs occasioned to CMAP by reason
of the CONTRACTOR'’S default. If Termination by Default is effected by the CONTRACTOR, or if
Termination for Convenience is effected by CMAP, the equitable adjustment shall include a
reasonable profit for services or other work performed. The equitable adjustment for any
termination shall provide payment to the CONTRACTOR for services rendered and expenses
incurred prior to termination;, in addition, CMAP may include cost reasonably incurred by the
CONTRACTOR relating to commitments which had become firm prior to termination.

d. Upon notice of termination action pursuant to paragraphs (a) or (b) of this clause, the
CONTRACTOR shall (i) promptly discontinue all services affected (unless the notice directs
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otherwise) and (ii) deliver or otherwise make available to CMAP all data, drawings, specifications,
reports, estimates, summaries and such other information and materials as may have been
accumulated by the CONTRACTOR in performing this Agreement, whether completed or in
process.

e. Upon termination pursuant to paragraphs (a) or (b) of this clause, CMAP may take over the work
and prosecute the same to completion by agreement with another party otherwise.

f. In the event the CONTRACTOR must terminate this Agreement due to circumstances beyond its
control, the termination shall be deemed to have been effected for the convenience of CMAP. In
such event, adjustment of the price provided for in this Agreement shall be made as provided in
paragraph c of this clause.

15) Remedies. Except as may be otherwise provided in this Agreement, all claims, counterclaims, disputes
and other matters in question between CMAP and the CONTRACTOR arising out of or relating to this
Agreement or the breach thereof will be decided by arbitration. If the parties hereto mutually agree, a
request for remedy may be sought from a court of competent jurisdiction within the State of lllinois,
County of Cook.

16) Equal Employment Opportunity. The CONTRACTOR will comply with Executive Order 11246 entitled
“Equal Employment Opportunity,” as amended by U.S. Department of Labor regulations (41 CFR Part
60). In connection with the execution of this Agreement, the CONTRACTOR shall not discriminate
against any employee or an applicant for employment because of race, religion, color, sex, national
origin, ancestry, or physical or mental handicap unrelated to ability. The CONTRACTOR shall take
affirmative actions to insure that applicants are employed and that employees are treated during their
employment without regard to their race, religion, color, sex, national origin, ancestry, or physical or
mental handicap unrelated to ability. Such actions shall include, but not be limited to, employment,
promotion, demotion, transfer, recruitment, recruitment advertising, layoff, termination, rates of pay,
other forms of compensation, and selection for training or apprenticeship. The CONTRACTOR shall
cause the provisions of this paragraph to be inserted into all subcontractors’ work covered by this
Agreement so that such provisions will be binding upon each subcontractor, provided that such
provisions shall not apply to contracts or subcontracts for standard commercial supplies or raw
materials.

17) Small and Minority Business Enterprise. In connection with the performance of this Agreement the
Contractor will cooperate with CMAP in meeting its commitments and goals with respect to the
maximum utilization of small business and minority business enterprises, and will use its best efforts to
insure that small business and minority business enterprises shall have the maximum practicable
opportunity to compete for subcontract work under this Agreement.

18) Political Activity. No portion of funds for this subcontract shall be used for any partisan political activity
or to further the election or defeat of any candidate for public office.

19) Prohibited Interest.

a. No officer or employee of CMAP and no member of its governing body and no other public official
of any locality in which the Project objectives will be carried out who exercises any functions or
responsibilities in the review or approval of the undertaking or carrying out of such objectives
shall (i) participate in any decision relating to any subcontract negotiated under this Agreement
which affects his personal interest or the interest of any corporation, partnership or association in
which he is, directly or indirectly, interested; or (ii) have any financial interest, direct or indirect, in
such subcontract or in the work to be performed under such contract.

b. No member of or delegate of the Illinois General Assembly or the Congress of the United States

of America, and no federal Resident Commissioner, shall be admitted to any share hereof or to
any benefit arising herefrom.
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The Contractor warrants and represents that no person or selling agency has been employed or
retained to solicit or secure this Agreement, upon an agreement or understanding for a commission,
percentage, bonus, brokerage or contingent fee, or gratuity, excepting its bona fide employees.
For breach or violation of this warranty CMAP shall have the right to annul this Agreement without
liability or, at its discretion, to deduct from the Agreement price or consideration, or otherwise
recover, the full amount of such commission, percentage bonus, brokerage or contingent fee, or
gratuity.

20) Patents and Copyright Responsibility.

a.

The Contractor agrees that any material or design specified by the Contractor or supplied by the
Contractor pursuant to this Agreement shall not infringe any patent or copyright and the Contractor
shall be solely responsible for securing any necessary licenses required for patented or copyrighted
material used by the Contractor.

If any claim is brought against CMAP by third parties for alleged infringement of third-party patent
and copyright and intellectual rights, which claim is caused by breach of the Contractor’s promise
as contained in paragraph a of this clause, the Contractor shall save harmless and indemnify CMAP
from all loss, damage or expense (including attorney’s fees) due to defending CMAP from such
claim.

If the principal purpose of this Agreement is to create, develop or improve products, processes or
methods; or to explore into fields which directly concern public health, safety or welfare, or if the
Project is in a field of science or technology in which there has been little significant experience
outside of work funded by federal assistance; and any discovery or invention arises or is developed
in the course of or under this Agreement, such invention or discovery shall be subject to the
reporting and rights provisions of U.S. Office of Management and Budget Circular No. A-102, and
to the pertinent regulations of the grantor agency(ies) in effect on the date of execution of this
Agreement. The Contractor shall include provisions appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this
condition in all subcontracts under this Agreement involving research, developmental, experimental
or demonstration work.

21) Assignment.

a.

This agreement shall be binding upon, and inure to the benefit of, the respective successors,
assigns, heirs, and personal representatives of CMAP and Contractor. Any successor to the
Contractor’s rights under this Agreement must be approved by CMAP unless the transaction is
specifically authorized under federal law. Any successor will be required to accede to all the terms,
conditions and requirements of the Agreement as a condition precedent to such succession.

The Contractor shall not assign any interest in this Agreement and shall not transfer any interest in
the same (whether by assignment or novation), without the prior written consent of CMAP hereto;,
provided, however, that claims for money due or to become due to the Contractor from CMAP
under this Agreement may be assigned to a bank, trust company or other financial institution
without such approval. Notice of any such assignment or transfer shall be furnished to CMAP.

22) Subcontracts.

a.

Any subcontractors or outside associates or contractors required by the Contractor in connection
with the services covered by this Agreement will be limited to such individuals or firms as were
specifically identified and agreed to during negotiations. Any substitutions in or additions to such
subcontractors, associates or contractors will be subject to the prior approval of CMAP.

All subcontracts for work under this Agreement shall contain those applicable provisions which are
required in this Agreement.
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c. The Contractor may not subcontract services agreed to under this Agreement without prior written
approval of CMAP.

23) Conflict of Interest. In order to avoid any potential conflict of interest, the Contractor agrees during the
term of this Agreement not to undertake any activities which could conflict directly or indirectly with the
interest of CMAP. Contractor shall immediately advise CMAP of any such conflict of interest. CMAP
shall make the ultimate determination as to whether a conflict of interest exists.

24) Ownership of Documents/Title of Work. All documents, data and records produced by the Contractor
in carrying out the Contractor’s obligations and services hereunder, without limitation and whether
preliminary or final, shall become and remain the property of CMAP. CMAP shall have the right to use
all such documents, data and records without restriction or limitation and without additional
compensation to the Contractor. All documents, data and records utilized in performing research shall
be available for examination by CMAP upon request. Upon completion of the services hereunder or at
the termination of this Agreement, all such documents, data and records shall, at the option of CMAP,
be appropriately arranged, indexed and delivered to CMAP by the Contractor.

25) Software. All software, related computer programs, and source code produced and developed by the
Contractor (or authorized contractor or subcontractor thereof) in carrying out the Contractor’s obligation
hereunder, without limitation and whether preliminary or final, shall become and remain the property of
both CMAP and the Contractor. CMAP shall be free to sell, give, offer or otherwise provide said
software and related computer programs to any other agency, department, commission, or board of the
State of lllinois, as well as any other agency, department, commission, board, or other governmental
entity of any country, state, county, municipality, or any other unit of local government or to any entity
consisting of representative of any unit of government, for official use by said entity. Additionally, CMAP
shall be free to offer or otherwise provide said software and related computer programs to any current
or future contractor.

CMAP agrees that any entity to whom the software and related computer programs will be given, sold
or otherwise offered shall be granted only a use license, limited to use for official or authorized
purposes, and said entity shall otherwise be prohibited from selling, giving or otherwise offering said
software and related computer programs without the written consent of both CMAP and the Contractor.

26) Publication. CMAP shall have royalty-free, nonexclusive and irrevocable license to reproduce, publish,
disclose, distribute, and otherwise use, in whole or in part, any reports, data or other materials
specifically prepared under this Agreement, and to authorize other material to do so. The Contractor
shall include provisions appropriate to effectuate the purpose of this clause in all subcontracts for work
under this Agreement.

27) Confidentiality Clause. Any documents, data, records, or other information given to or prepared by the
CONTRACTOR pursuant to this Agreement shall not be made available to any individual or
organization without prior written approval by CMAP. All information secured by the Contractor from
CMAP in connection with the performance of services pursuant to this Agreement shall be kept
confidential unless disclosure of such information is approved in writing by CMAP.

28) Reporting/Consultation. The Contractor shall consult with and keep CMAP fully informed as to the
progress of all matters covered by this Agreement.

29) Identification of Documents. All reports, maps, and other documents completed as part of this
Agreement, other than documents exclusively for internal use within the Contractor’s offices, shall carry
the following notation on the front cover or a title page or, in the case of maps, in the same area which
contains the name of CMAP and of the Contractor. "This material was prepared in consultation with
CMAP, the Chicago Metropolitan Agency for Planning, (http://www.cmap.illinois.gov)."
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30) Force Majeure. Either party shall be excused from performing its obligations under this Agreement
during the time and to the extent that it is prevented from performing by a cause beyond its control
including, but not limited to: any incidence of fire, flood; acts of God; commandeering of material,
products, plants or facilities by the Federal, state or local government; national fuel shortage; or a
material act of omission by the other party; when satisfactory evidence of such cause is presented to
the other party, and provided further that such nonperformance is unforeseeable, beyond the control
and is not due to the fault or negligence of the party not performing.

31) Workers’ Compensation Insurance. The Contractor and any subcontractors shall, at their own expense,
obtain and maintain Workers’ Compensation insurance to cover persons employed in connection with
services under this agreement. The limits for the Worker's Compensation coverage shall be no less
than the statutory limits required by the State of Illinois. A certificate of insurance must be included with
the contract.

32) Independent Contractor. Contractor's relationship to CMAP in the performance of this Agreement is
that of an independent contractor. Contractor's personnel performing work under this Agreement shall
at all times be under Contractor's exclusive direction and control and shall be employees of Contractor
and not employees of CMAP. Contractor shall pay all wages, salaries and other amounts due its
employees in connection with this Agreement and shall be responsible for all reports and obligations
respecting them, including, but not limited to, social security, income tax withholding, and
unemployment compensation, workers ‘ compensation insurance and similar matters.

33) Federal, State and Local Laws. Contractor warrants that in the performance of this Agreement it shall
comply with all applicable federal, state and local laws, statutes and ordinances and all lawful orders,
rules and regulations promulgated thereunder. Since laws, regulations, directives, etc. may be modified
from time-to-time, the Contractor shall be responsible for compliance as modifications are implemented.
The Contractor’s failure to comply shall constitute a material breach of this contract.

34) Hold Harmless and Indemnity. Contractor shall indemnify, defend and hold harmless CMAP, its
officers, directors, employees and agents from and against any and all claims (including attorney’s fees
and reasonable expenses for litigation or settlement) for any loss, or damages, bodily injuries, including
death, damage to or loss of use of property caused by the negligent acts, omissions or willful
misconduct of Contractor, its officers, directors, employees, agents, subcontractors or suppliers, in
connection with or arising out of the performance of this Agreement.

35) Equal Employment Opportunities -- Affirmative Action Sexual Harassment. Contractor must comply
with the lllinois Board of Human Rights Act and rules applicable to public funds, including equal
employment opportunity, refraining from unlawful discrimination, and having written sexual harassment
