Map ïRequired Projects

ÅAll projects must be mapped, except:

ïTransit projects are auto-map based on selected line(s)

ïNew roads/extensions that do not exist

ïVarious locations that are not defined, or too numerous to 

make sense

ïOff-road bike/ped that are not part of regional system

ïVehicles, operations, non-infrastructure

ÅIf canôt map project in eTIP, attach documents 

showing location



Map - Layers

ÅRoads Layer

ïHighway Segments:  IDOT IRIS segments (line)

ïIntersection Nodes: IDOT IRIS points (square)

ïBridges/Structures: IDOT ISIS points (triangle)

ïTransit Stops and Stations: CMAP modified service board 

data (circles) ïomitted within 500ô of intersections

ïRail Stations, Yards, Crossings: CMAP data (circles) ï

omitted within 500ô of intersections

ÅBikeways Layer

ïRegional Greenways & Trails Plan (2009) line segments



Map - Symbols



Map ïZooming In

ÅAuto-zoom to general area based on first location 

line (if possible)

ÅUse address search box (Google maps based)

ÅSelect layer

ÅZoom in until 

segments/features 

appear

ÅIn areas with short 

segments, zoom in 

further



Map ïSelecting Roads

ÅClick on each individual segment

ÅGenerally segmented by changes in roadway 

characteristics (median, pavement, speed, etc.)

ÅWatch for short segments (especially around 

intersections, interchanges, and bridges) ïdonôt 

leave gaps!



Map ïSelecting Intersections

ÅFor facilities/projects that also have additional work 

at specific intersections, select the segments and

intersections within those limits

ÅFor intersections that have work beyond the 

intersection, select the intersection(s) and the 

continuing segment(s)



Map ïSelecting Bridges

ÅLocations may not appear logical (structure end)

ÅIDOT website:  locations same as eTIP ïcheck 

description to verify

ÅOn/Near Road:  Select Road

ÅOff-Road: Select from Bikeways layer

ïIf not included, attach a map on the documents tab

ÅUse to complete 

length fields on 

TIP Programming 

form

ÅRemember for 

distances shown 

in feet on the 

map, divide by 

5,280 to calculate 

miles



Map ïDoôs and Donôtôs

ÅDo update the map if youôve changed the information in the 

Location section of the TIP Programming form

ÅDo zoom in enough to prevent leaving gaps

ÅDo adjust segment endpoints and add nodes where 

appropriate

ÅDo select all locations described on the TIP Programming tab

ï Segments

ï Intersections

ï Bridges/Structures

ÅDonôt select every intersection for linear projects, only those 

with specific work

ÅDonôt select adjacent segments for projects ñatò an 

intersection



Map ïOther notes

ÅMaps can be added/updated at any time and are 

not an amendment

ÅMaps must be saved on the Map tab

ÅMaps are included in the public site project 

overview and amendment reports

not clear in the TIP Programming form)

ïProject Milestones

ïPublic Involvement/Media Coverage

ÅHelps State and Federal review agencies better 

understand the project and can speed up approvals
